How big is Jupiter compared to Earth?

Jupiter's mass is more than 300 times that of Earth,and its diameter,at 140,000 km,is about 11 times Earth's

diameter. (Jupiter's Great Red Spot,even at its current diminished size,spans 15,900,just over a full Earth

diameter.) Jupiter&#160;is&#160;2&#189; times more massive&#160;than&#160;the rest of the planets in

the solar system combined.

It is the biggest planet of the Solar System, with a mean radius of 43.440 miles / 69.911 km, a diameter at the

equator of about 88.846 mi / 142.984 km, and at the poles, the diameter is only 83.082 mi / 133.708 km. ... the

largest satellites discovered in the Solar System with Ganymede being the largest out of all the satellites in our

solar ...

Jupiter is the largest of the planets, spanning nearly 1.75 millimeters in diameter on our

football field scale. Jupiter''s diameter is about equal to the thickness of a U.S quarter in our shrunken solar

system.

Early science results from NASA''s Juno mission to Jupiter portray the largest planet in our solar system as a

complex, gigantic, turbulent world, with Earth-sized polar cyclones, plunging storm systems that travel deep

into the heart of the gas giant, and a mammoth, lumpy magnetic field that may indicate it was generated closer

to the planet''s surface than previously ...

With an equatorial diameter of 7926 miles (12,760 kilometers), Earth is the biggest of the terrestrial planets

and the fifth largest planet in our solar system. From an average distance of 93 million miles (150 million

kilometers), Earth is exactly one astronomical unit away from the Sun because one astronomical unit
