There are two "missing" sizes of planets that our solar system does not contain, but which are common in

exoplanetary systems. Super-Earths and sub-Neptunes (terms coined and widely used by astronomers and

planetary scientists) occupy a range of masses from 2 to 10 times that of Earth. They have an enormous

variety of densities and probably ...

While Earth is only the fifth largest planet in the solar system, it is the only world in our solar system with

liquid water on the surface. Just slightly larger than nearby Venus, Earth is the biggest of the four planets

closest to the Sun, all of which are made of rock and metal. Namesake. Namesake. The name Earth is at least

Our solar system is made up of a star--the Sun--eight planets, 146 moons, a bunch of comets, asteroids and

space rocks, ice, and several dwarf planets, such as Pluto. The eight planets are Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars,

Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, and Neptune. Mercury is closest to the Sun. Neptune is the farthest.

Planet or Dwarf Planet: What''s the Difference? According to the IAU, a planet is a celestial body that: is in

orbit around a star; has enough mass for its own gravity to give it a round shape; has cleared away other

objects that lie in or near its orbit.

Over the past 60 years, humans have begun to explore our solar system in earnest. From the first launches in

the late 1950s until today, we''ve sent probes, orbiters, landers, and even rovers (like NASA''s Perseverance

Rover that touched down on Mars in February 2021) to every planet in our solar system.

As the term is applied to bodies in Earth''s solar system, the International Astronomical Union (IAU) lists

eight planets orbiting the Sun. Pluto also was listed as a planet until 2006. This is a list of selected planets.
